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Chris Castle signed his first Nashville publishing deal before he was old enough to drive a car.
In the three decades since, he has shared stages and studios with artists like Garth Hudson
(the Band), Tommy Ramone (the Ramones), Chris Hillman (the Byrds), and Jimmy Webb.

Castle’s latest release, Long Way to the Bottom, finds him locked into Milan Hill Studios (just
outside of Woodstock) with producer Larry Campbell (Bob Dylan, Willie Nelson) and engineer
Justin Guip (Levon Helm, Hot Tuna) for an album that breathes the American experience. The
ten-song collection leans heavily on traditional Country and early Rock & Roll, with a focus on
compelling lyrics and stellar musicianship.

“These are great songs” says Campbell. “Chris Castle is a hidden gem that shines with diverse
life experience”. Long Way to the Bottom may finally see that gem unearthed.
